4. Overfar den nye lydfil tilbage i lerhovedet og overskriv den gamle.
5. Skriv dig i logbogen og giv lerhovedet videre.

Collective Composition In A Clay Head

a.k.a.; Supermelle — I've Dropped My Ball, part IlI*
(yoyooyoy 2009 - 2010) (original title: Supermelle - Jeg har tabt min bold, tredje del)

Four clay heads have been made, all as a part of the 3" part of the
yoyooyoy release Supermelle - “I've Dropped My Ball”. This 3 part is
arranged as a collective composition relay race, where these clay heads
are handed from person to person in one year, from the 1 January 2009
until the 1° of January 2010.

All receivers of one of these clay heads are encouraged to contribute to the
composition carried in the memory of the clay head.

All contributing artists are asked to consider the material already existing in the
memory and do with it, what seams most advantageous for the present
composition. The individual artist decides for one self, if he or she wants to add,
shorten, overdub, process, filter or do something else to the composition. The
important thing is, that the clay head during the whole journey only carries one
sound file, which is worked on by every participant and send forward in a new
version.

Easy going way of doing:

1. Transfer the sound file to a computer.

2. Listen to the sound file.

3. Make your contribute to the composition and save a new file.

4. Transfer the new sound file to the clay head and overwrite the old one.

5. Write your self in the “logbog” (logbook) and pass on the clay head to a new
person you find suitable.

*Supermelle — I've Dropped My Ball, 1% part is the A side of a 12” vinyl release. This side is a piece of
sound generated by the powers of nature. It’s about getting an intense and explosive amount of energy
released by a minimal amount of physical exertion. 2" part is the B side of the same 12" vinyl, which is a
random skating field on a silk screen print, acrylic paint with only the lead in and lead out cut in the vinyl.
On the record it says: You are the tree and this record is the orchestra of tribute!.
